PEAK PUMP DOWN STEM

Peak have answered the call of
Australian MWD & Directional Drilling
company, Swick Dynamics, to engineer
a solution to assist in retrieval of
specific MWD components in deviated
well scenarios. The Peak Pump Down
Stem is a simple tool that forms a part
of a standard slickline toolstring
positioned below the mechanical jar. It
is specifically designed to be pumped
against to assist in deploying a
toolstring to TD past sections of highly
deviated tubing where normal
conveyance relying purely upon gravity
is difficult. The Pump Down Stem
incorporates Swab Cup type Rubber
Elements to increase the surface area
of the toolstring but sized as such so as
to provide sufficient tubing clearance to
allow the toolstring to work at a
reasonable speed at depth. The
interchangeable component design
means the Peak Pump Down Stem can
also be used as a standard weight bar
if required.

SGS UPSTREAM TOOL
PACKAGES

Peak will deliver this month, a number of slickline tool
packages from the Peak workshop that have been tailor
made to suit the specific needs of SGS Upstream &
Santos to accommodate the arduous operational
conditions seen the South Australian & Queensland
Outback. Santos supplies over 20% of eastern Australia’s
domestic gas and produced 54.4 million barrels of oil
equivalent in 2008. Santos has the largest Australian
exploration portfolio by area of any company - 192,000
square kilometres. Historically Slickline activity in these
areas have been a highly utilised resource and the
equipment ranging from the Slickline Unit to the Slickline
Tools have to be capable of frequent work in difficult
surface environments and harsh downhole conditions.
The package design criteria included a full top-to-bottom
Peak QC toolstring down to integral Peak Quick
Connections built into all lower BHA type tools including
the Utility & Debris Recovery tools such as Gauge
Cutter's and the Bailer Packages. This greatly improves
the efficiency of the operation whilst prolonging the
working life of the equipment. Peak will be conducting tool
training for the SGS team in the near future on tools such
as the Peak Power Jar and a selection of the Peak HD
Fishing Tool range.
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
